TROUBLESHOOTING 3

u	Problem: Low light levels in fiber

u	Possible Cause: Melted fibers in fiber head are overheating.

u	Solution: Re-cut the fiber head. Loosen the ferrule and push the fibers 1/2”
past the fiber head.  Follow steps 2-3.

u	Problem: Light source is not turning on

u	Possible Cause: No power or improper wiring

u	Solution: Check that the main power to the unit. If the main power is on and t
the unit still does not turn on, check to see if there is power at the low voltage
side of the power supply. If there is power on the low voltage side of the
power supply, check your control system and make sure it is wired properly.
(check wiring diagrams that correspond to your application)
